The cemetery trustees met at the Historical Society at 9AM.

Pineground: A stone has been identified at this cemetery with the engraving, Muffy. Trustees will investigate a potential animal burial on this lot.

Morrill: This cemetery appears to have had little or no maintenance this year even though a volunteer had been identified who was willing to mow. Trustees will contact the volunteer to see if he is going to still be able to maintain this cemetery on a regular basis.

Flags: Scott has contacted Tom of Rocky’s Ace Hardware about a purchase of flags to be placed on veteran graves for Memorial Day. Rocky’s typically puts the flags on sale for July 4th. Tom will look into a special purchase for flags.

Leavitt Field: The borders of this field have grown inward over the past several years with small growth trees and brush. Trustees agreed to expend monies to have this field cleared of growth back to the walls in order to maximize burial space.

Pineground: Ruth has received a letter of complaint from a nonresident concerning the poor condition of the gate and poor access to the cemetery Ruth responded to the complaint stating the Trustees found no issues with either the gate or accessibility.
