Pineground Cemetery: Trustees have been made aware of the flat stone in this cemetery with an inscription, Muff. This implies that there may be an animal burial there, which is not allowed by state statute. Trustees have been unable to locate the owner so will turn the stone over and leave a note advising the owners to remove the stone.

Leavitt: A large limb has fallen from a tree at the Leavitt Cemetery during Hurricane Sandy. Although the limb fell into the cemetery, no stones were damaged. Steve's Quality Service was in charge of cleanup. 

Budget:  The trustees agreed to submit the same budget amount for next year.

Abandoned Cemeteries: The trustees are in process of creating a list of cemeteries to bring before the Selectmen for abandonment.

Jonathan Leavitt Stone: The owners of the Leavitt Farm are in possession of the head stone of a former owner that has been stored for years and would like it moved to the Leavitt cemetery as a sign of respect. It is possible that Jonathan Leavitt was buried somewhere on the property but there is no way of determining location. The Trustees are in favor of this move and will discuss time and location that are most appropriate.
