Mural: Lucille has contacted Eagle Printing about making wall paper from a photo. Fred will send photos of the wagon shop and Methodist Church to Jason Raft (eaglecopy@comcast.net 225-3713) to get estimates.

Partition: Paul will get 2 sheets of plywood for the partition from A&B Lumber. Four inches will need to be trimmed off the long side of one sheet.

Thunder Bridge: A new laminated sheet listing the four artifacts has been prepared and is ready to be displayed. Dick purchased 4 metal house numbers to label the objects. Bernie will attach the numbers and put the listing in the display area.

Aerial Maps: The town has given the Society several aerial maps of Chichester done by the Abrams Company.

Steps: The town is considering getting rid of the steps now stored on the stage of the Grange Hall. These steps have historic value in that they were used for access to the stage by many elementary graduations dating back many years. Bernie will suggest to the Town that they be stored in the building and, if the Town felt it was necessary to dispose of them, that the Society be notified first.
