History: Barb Frangione recently discovered while transcribing the 1896 diary of Walter Langmaid that very large rains in late February undermined the foundation of the mill causing it to wash down stream. There was concern it might take out the iron bridge on the way, but it was spared. The trains stopped running to excessive flooding. Bernie noted that he had discovered structural damage to the bridge some time ago. This damage may be attributable to the mill washout.
