Curator Vacancy: Lucille N and Gail T both announced plans to resign as curators. Barbara F was appointed as replacement curator.

Victorian Christmas: Even though there was a relatively poor turnout for the event, the society decided that it was worthwhile for the community and would keep the event to a Sunday afternoon in December. The food table seemed to be distracting in its placement near the door leading upstairs as people brought food upstairs to eat while working on crafts. The intent was for the refreshments to be served after the event so next year the table should be moved to one side or covered. People received the Christmas caroling well especially and young people had fun shaking the Christmas bells.

Inventory/Accessions Project: More discussion about the numbering scheme for accession finally resulted in a vote to start the number with a year as close as possible to the year of acquisition followed by a period then a unique number for the item. If the date of acquisition was not able to be determined, then the current year would be used followed by a period then the number 500, another period and then a unique number for the item. Curator Barb F suggested that we start the process in January after the holidays.

Plunkett: Ruth reported that James Plunkett had an old metal horse drawn rake in his barn that the society could have. There was discussion about storage space vs the need to collect as many town artifacts as possible while they are available. Walt S and Bernie R went to the farm after the meeting to investigate. 

Curtain: Ruth H went to see Pam Smith, painter, and gave her the list of patron names to be written on the curtain. Pam will put two rows of names on each side of the curtain in cursive. The writing will be small enough to give the image of lace on the curtain. Bernie will go to the shop to inspect the curtain for hooks and rod that will be necessary before the curtain can be hung. It was decided that Pam should make the bridge show more detail of stonework instead of the original flat, concrete  like original. A tentative date of January 28, 2007 has been set aside for the dedication; Pam has agreed to print some replicas of the curtain to be used as invitations that will be sent to all the patrons.
