Newsletter: Lucille will write a piece about the up-coming fire department presentation and the on-going toy exhibit. Another article will be about the successful Victorian Christmas.

Open House: The society will have an open house on Wednesday, December 27 from 1 to 4 PM to showcase the toy and game collection. As a result, Tuesdays (Dec 26) meeting will be canceled. Dick will create a flyer that will be distributed to all students at the central school advertising the event.

Curtain: The eyelets that will hold the curtain are almost 12” apart but each hook will need to be placed individually. The sleeve sewn at the bottom of the curtain that should contain the rod appears too small. The sleeve can only accommodate a 2.375” rod; a more convenient size would be 3.5”.
