2008 Program: Ruth H has called Pat Clark (police chief) who has agreed to participate in the planned May meeting about the history of the police department. Other participants considered are John Martel, a longtime police officer as well as Ann Emerson, our first woman police officer. Ruth will contact Ann later. Lucille contracted San Dustin about the July 10 meeting on wooden spoons but the society found his $300 fee out of reach. A replacement program will need to be chosen. 

Congregational Parsonage: Lucille N, Dick M, and Feed S went to the building on Monday to select some historical artifacts before the building is torn down within the next 2 weeks. They returned to the museum with a Christian door, church sign, a window with original glass, and newel post. The front door was also on the list because of the doorbell but, at this time, the doorbell is missing. Members plan to return next Tues during regular meeting hours to get a fireplace mantel and some old flooring from the barn and/or house.

Fire Escape: The selectmen have responded (see attachment) to our letter of concern about the fire escape and wish to put no money into repair and suggest its removal if it won’t interfere with fire code. Fred S and Bernie R will seek an inspection from the fire department (Matt Cole, safety officer 731-8106) and make a recommendation to the society.

Budget: The society recommends that a zero increase budget be submitted to the town this year.

Siding Replacement: The society received a letter from CIP requesting that we designate a source of funding for siding replacement (see attachment). The logical process is to write a warrant article requesting funds from the Town Facilities and Capital Reserve. Further discussion is needed.
