School Visit: 
The third grade from the Central School will be visiting the museum today. They will participate in a “scavenger” hunt to find things in the museum and identify places on Main St by examining old photos of existing buildings.

Budget: The Society needs to begin preparing a budget for next year.

Driveway: The selectmen will be voting this evening on what to do about repaving the driveway at the Community Building. All the bids exceeded the money appropriated so thought is given to having the town highway department remove the existing pavement to defray costs.

September Program Review – Blacksmithing: Even though interesting, it was noted that the speaker was not a real blacksmith. The anvil we have is stamped “1 0 14” from which its weight can be determined. The first number is the “hundred weight” where 1 hundred weight equals “8 stones” each weighing 14 lbs. The second digit is “quarter hundred weight” and the final number is actual pounds. Our anvil is thus 1hundred weight (8 stones x 14lbs = 112lbs) plus 14 lbs for a total qweight of 126lbs.
