Review of May 14 Program: Approximately 45 people attended the program. Thanks to Steve MacCleery,  Ed Sanborn, Jay Baas, and Brad Towle who participated along with Society members. This was taped by WKXL and will be broadcast on the AM frequency.

Main Street: The state has acknowledged a request of the town to evaluated the safety of traffic on Main Street especially tractor trailer trucks making the very sharp corners at the Center and Edmunds corner. The report acknowledges deficiencies but stated that nothing could be done to alleviate the problem. It suggested that the town could petition to make the road a town road and then would have jurisdiction over traffic flow.

Safety Inspection: Building Inspector, John Dever, noted that the circuit board needs to be relabeled. Bernie and Dick M will check the circuits and re-label.  A question of whether the outside lights need to be on their own circuit lead to discussion of emergency lighting in exit signs.
