Kiosk: Because the pictures are mounted on poster board, the push pins are not long enough to fasten securely.

Picnic Table: The key to the lock that secures the picnic table to a tree is missing. It was voted to replace this lock and the locks on the kiosk with combination locks to take care of the problem of lost keys.

Bridge: Bernie and Fred have removed 2 of the 5 dead elm trees at the bridge. The remainder will be removed when the weather is cooler.

Doll: Lucille reported that Susan Mathias of “The Doll Doctor” in Virginia still does doll restoration and will do a free estimation if the Society pays packing and shipping estimated to be $85. The doll is called “Doll With A Golden Heart” from F&B Dolls of the 1920’s and is valued from $200-$300. The Society was hesitant to spend so much money just for an estimate. Lucille will contact the NH Historical Society to see if they know of any restorers in the area.

Coffee Cabinet: Lucille has loaned a wooden cabinet to replace the card table now being used for coffee. This cabinet is quite old and would fit in well at the Museum. The Society will decide whether to purchase this in the next few weeks.

Display Areas: Bernie has been working on a “Civil Service” display area which also includes the military. Lucille pointed out that the military should be distinct from local organizations like the fire department. The Society agreed to make a separate display area just for military.

Energy Audit: Lucille has sought from the local energy supplier, Unitil, an energy audit of the library, Community Building and Town Hall for matching funds to up grade lighting to more efficient fluorescent. The selectmen will need to vote matching funds.
