Congregational Church: Gail T reported that the church has taken down the chandelier and placed it in storage. Also Plexiglas will be installed to protect the stained glass windows. This all being done since the space is being used for indoor sports.

Doll (Madeline Sanborn): After examining the doll more closely. If was found to be in worse condition than previously determined. The doll needs to be stored in 40-50% humidity, out of direct light, away from any wood, and probably should be in a glass case or acid free box. Bernie will look into measuring the humidity levels at the Museum.
