Barbed Wire Display: Bernie will be taking the barb wire samples home to be mounted for display.

Central School: Lucille reported that due to lack of a second official school chaperone, her students could not be broken into 2 smaller groups. One large group would be too cumbersome to handle; it was agreed to break into small groups and utilize the upstairs space. Activity suggestions: a display of pictures of the original schools, display of the water crock used by Ruth, a short talk about a one room school be Walt, and the regular scavenger hunt.

Oil Tank: Most of the protective sheet rock has been installed and waiting on the installation of the new tank before final framing is finished.

Lighting: All the lights at the Museum have been replace with more energy efficient bulbs after a study by Unitil and purchase by the Town.

Humidity: Bernie reported that the average temperature in the Museum last week was 66 degrees and the humidity continues to be in the mid fifty percent – acceptable for safely storing the Society’s possessions.

Table Storage: The installation of the new oil tank will use up valuable storage space currently being used for several large wooded tables and the stage platform. Alternative storage will require some creative thinking.

By-Law Change Proposal: Once again it was noted that more people might be able to our programs if they were held on a night other than Thursday. Also noted was the Pittsfield Historical Society meetings are held on the same night as ours. After some discussion, members passed two proposals to change the program night from the second Thursday to the third Monday (8-yes 1-no) and to change the annual meeting (8-yes 1-no) from the second Thursday in November to the third Monday in November. These proposed changes will be put before the membership this Thursday at the Program Night as well as published on the website, posted at the Town Hall and Library, and mailed to current members.
