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Chichester Central School 3rd Grade Visit: This year there is only one class of 24 students which the Society thought too large to use the facility at once so decided to break them into 2 groups. One would do the usual scavenger hunt while the other would go upstairs where Ruth H and Walt S would talk about school in the old days. Large poster size pictures will be displayed as well as old school books and the water jug used in one of the schools.

Hutchinson Homestead: The home located on the northeast corner of the junction of Route 4 and Main St has been for sale for some time and recently been remarked at $200,000. The Society feels that a buyer would probably tear the buildings down for the value of the lot. Since this building is of great historical value as an early tavern, the Society wants to bring awareness to the owner in his attempts to sell. Lucille noted that Elizabeth Hengren did a complete historical assessment when Rout 4 was widened in the area and said it was eligible for the National Registry because of the site, workmanship, and association with known people. Since the Society is powerless to save the building, they decided to request a chance to document the site. Lucille will see if will be possible to do this on Tuesday, September 29.
