Side Entry Door: Dick M reported that he had found the door ajar this morning and suggested adding a spring loaded door closer. The Society voted (8-0) to have him purchase and install the appropriate hardware.

Acquisition: Barb F has offered the society (1) a letter found from TDS announcing the take over of Chichester Telephone Company and (2) four license plates (1925, 1933, 1945, and 1959) found on her property, formerly Langmaid.

Thunder Bridge Mowing: Dick P has talked with one neighbor about continuing to volunteer to mow the east side of the bridge. He seeks compensation for gas. Dick has forwarded this request to Nancy Tanner, Town Administrator.

Copier Replacement: The cost of a laser copier is $500 plus $160 for toner and $100 for a 2-year warranty. This $760 total seems too much for Society needs. Dick P will seek other alternatives including inkjet technology and report next week.

Budget: Dick will present the budget (see attached)

Furnace: The oil tank  has been replaced but has displaced storage room for 3 tables (Haines Memorial Chapel) and the stage. The tables will be moved upstairs and the stage cut in half for storage.

Maps: 6 maps have been resized to same dimensions and printed on mylar for comparison. Cost was $52 for paper, mylar, and digital copies.

Programs: Lucille added some alternative program suggestions - cemetery project, community landmarks, early maps, Humanity Council Programs - for discussion. The Society will firm up programs next week.
