Hitching Post: Ian Blackman has offered to help put the two pieces of the hitching post back together using a rod and glue and would like to do this over Labor Day weekend. The process will be to first dig a suitable hole, set the bottom piece, drill holes for the reinforcing rod, and set the top piece in place. Members will dig the hole either Friday or Saturday morning.

Thunder Bridge: No trash is evident since the trash barrel has been removed.

Boy Scouts: Ruth has made contact with Bob Shaw who has agreed to look at the gear before it is moved. Bernie will contact and set up a time for inspection.

Thunder Bridge – Granite Supports: Bernie has contacted Swenson Granite for prices for two granite pieces to support the metal shaft recovered from the river that once was in the mill. Prices range from $1070 for 4 slopes, $875 for 2 slopes, and $470 for no slopes. Each stone will have a semicircular groove cut to accommodate the shaft. Members question the cost. Bernie will contact Perry Bros Monument, Ian Blackman, and Jim Plunkett (road agent) to see if cheaper alternatives may be found. Lucille suggested applying for a Moose Grant next year.
