Pearson’s Stand: In doing some research, Walt came across a reference to Pearson’s Stand (see addenda). After overlaying town maps, the Society concluded that this was a mill site located at the same place which became Ordway’s Mill on Depot Road near Thunder Bridge. There does not seem to be any evidence to determine the demise of this mill but there is documentation stating the Ordway was seeking permission to build a “new” mill indicating that there were no buildings at the site. This might point to a fire or dismantling of the previous mill.
