Community Building: The Selectmen have closed the second floor of this building for any public assembly until safety issues are addressed.

Plaque: A plaque honoring Walt & Alice Sanborn has been placed near the restored window. The monies for the window restoration came from donations made to the Society in their names.

Sanborn Homestead: The committee (Dick Pratt, Lucille Noel, Anne Davis, and Fred Shaw) recommended to the Society that an evaluation of the property be made by the Preservation Alliance. This would include condition assessment, reuse feasibility, visibility, and likelihood of success (see attached). They further recommended that the cost be borne by the family at a cost of $100.
