Historic Note - Schools: Around 1945 many of the one-room schools were closed and classes consolidated into 3:


Grades 1 to 3 were in Pineground


Grades 4 and 5 were in Kelley Corner


Grades 6 to 8 wee in Pineground

Ed Sanborn remembers the Mrs. Shed was his teacher for grades 1 and 2 in 1932 and 1933. Mrs. Williams was his teacher for grades 3 to 8.

Historic Note – Charlie Brady: Charlie Brady was a tall person who took many years to get through grammar school. He lived on Swigey Brook Road near the Emerson home. He moved to Rochester in the 50’s after the town burned his house down.
